What Happened To Bowling?
The Beginning Of The Change

NORWALK — For the last
several years | have searched
for an answer to a question
that has plagued the bowling
industry in “what happened
to bowling.” | traveled far and
near attempting to figure out
what people were complaining
about and, more importantly,
why. After many hours of in-
terviews, columns, opinions
and videos my search landed
me in a place where I put the
blame solely on the bowlers
but [ now realize there is more
to this problem then just acidic
attitudes towards the game. |
knew that in order to find all
the answers that | would have
to dig further and find a point
where the sport divulged. Ev-
erything that has an ending
has a beginning and, for what
modern bowling has become,
that beginning is Steve Coo-
per.

While that name may not
ring a lot of bells in modern
circles his inventions and con-
tribution to bowling have com-
pletely changed the landscape
of the sport. Steve was the
man responsible for Reactive
Urethane bowling equipment
and the pioneer of modern de-
signed weight blocks. He was
also a man who had gotten so
frustrated with where bowling
had gone that he had essen-
tially isolated himself from the
sport. It had been almost two
decades since Steve’s designs
had hit the scene and nearly
as long since he had spoken
to anyone about it. | knew that
he had to still have some sort

of insight into the business so
I made it my mission to find
him and find out what he had
to say.

Landing an interview with
the elusive Steve Cooper was
not an easy task as most of his
professional contacts had lost
touch with him years ago. Af-
ter several weeks of searching
I finally managed to contact
La Habra 300 Bowl’s General
Manager Mickey Curley who
shared some fond memories
of the days when Steve ran
the pro shop out of the center
and his Nu-Line company out
of a warchouse in Whittier,
California. With a little coax-
ing | was able to get Steve’s
personal phone number and
prepared myself to talk to the
man whose X-Calibur bowling
ball opened up the floodgates
to the modern game. Of course
I got his voicemail when I
first called but luckily for me
he called me back. To be per-
fectly honest, I got more then
I intended.

At first it seemed that
Steve was hesitant on sharing
his viewpoints on the bowling
industry. Neither he, nor any-
one else, had tried to get him
involved in bowling since he
essentially sold his ball rights
to Columbia in 1997. “No one
has tried to contact you,” I
asked with genuine shock.

“If they have | haven’t
wanted to talk to them,” Steve
said with a laugh. “T just don’t
really follow it anymore. I was
unable to bowl after a roofing

World Bowling Tour Finals to Kick Off
PBA's 2011-12 ESPN Season on Sunday

LAS VEGAS — An inter-
national journey that began in
Helsinki, Finland, in January
2011 and ended 10 months
later in Las Vegas will kick
off the Professional Bowlers
Association’s 2011-12 televi-
sion season Sunday when the
men’s and women’s finals of
the inaugural GEICO World
Bowling Tour Finals presented
by the PBA air at 1 p.m. ET on
ESPN.

The men’s field will feature
reigning PBA Player of the
Year Mika Koivuniemi, a resi-
dent of Hartland, Mich., who
returned to his native Finland
to win the Brunswick Ball-
master Open and take a lead
in the WBT points race that
he never gave up. The World
Tenpin Bowling Association’s
inaugural World Bowling
Tour series included stops in
France, Kuwait, Thailand, Ko-
rea and Australia, plus the U.S.
Open and United States Bowl-
ing Congress Masters.

In Sunday’s WBT men’s fi-
nal, Koivuniemi will meet the
winner of a one-game match
between No. 2 qualifier Sean
Rash of Montgomery, Ill.,
and No. 3 Jason Belmonte of
Australia. Rash and Belmonte
made news over the summer

after a confrontation over dis-
tractions Belmonte allegedly
made with his plastic water
bottle during the PBA’s GE-
ICO Team Shootout series in

Chicago.
In the one-hour women’s
finals which immediately

follows the men’s finals on
ESPN, Carolyn Dorin-Bal-
lard of Keller, Texas, a PBA
Women’s Series champion and
20-time Professional Women’s
Bowling Association title win-
ner, will meet the winner of a
match between veteran Swed-
ish star Nina Flack and her
Team Sweden teammate, 20-
year-old Sandra Andersson.

The winner in each divi-
sion will receive $10,000. Sec-
ond place will pay $6,000 and
third will receive $4,000.

The GEICO World Bowl-
ing Tour Finals are the first
shows in an 18-event PBA
Tour series that will air on
Sundays on ESPN, concluding
with the live PBA Tournament
of Champions telecast from
Red Rock Lanes in Las Vegas
on April 15. In addition to the
ESPN telecasts, the PBA will
produce four Xtra Frame Tour
events which will be webcast
exclusively on the PBA’s on-
line bowling channel.

accident I had so I was involved in the design of the equipment
instead. Eventually I just got so tired of the lies and the BS of the
business. It’s just not what it used to be.”

“What lies are you referring to,” I inquired.

“I meant that all of the reactive balls built after the X-Calibur,
until today, can’t be built any better. The USBC has a set of rules
now that they didn’t have until after the X was built. In my opin-
ion all of the C.O.R.’s, C.O.F.’s, RG differentials and etcetera
can’t be combined with any surface or combo of weight blocks
to build something that hasn’t already been built. Again, in my
opinion anybody could say that they can build a better ball but |
want them to show it to me. At least with new cars they can add
new stuff to make them better but with bowling balls I think they
have peaked. It just can’t be done.”

Steve went on to tell me a little of the history of his product
including getting his chemist to design a ball that would react
harder on a lane using new materials. He spoke of his then part-
ner dismissing the idea behind Reactive Urethane saying that he
simply didn’t think it had any viability. Steve felt his partner was
“crazy” and instead put the bowling ball into production. “I gave
the balls to a lot of my friends in Southern California and they
just started to win everything with them. People began to really
see what the equipment could do and I just got tons of orders for
them. I had orders for 100,000 bowling balls but I could only
produce about a 1,000 a week. It was crazy.”

Throughout the early 90s, scores started to balloon with the
X-Calibur bowling balls and others in the industry struggled to
catch up. With demand for his equipment and bowling scores
soaring, the then ABC seemed to be completely caught off guard
by what had happened. “They simply didn’t know what the
X-Calibur was and they kept asking me for more balls,” Steve
recalled. “I don’t know what they did with them but it got to
the point where I told them no. They had approved it but again
they just didn’t know what that ball was going to be capable of.
It made the game too easy and they didn’t know what to do to
regulate it. I believe in the end | helped the bowlers but hurt the
game.”

Unlike many involved in the bowling industry, Steve seemed
to be totally realistic of the current state of bowling. “The X-Cal-
ibur was one of the things that killed bowling,” Steve continued.
“It made it too easy and the scores these guys fire off now are just
ridiculous. I remember reading about the guy who averaged 261
and that’s just a joke. It’s a joke that these guys are averaging so
high when back in the 70s and 80s they would be nothing more
then a 170 average. There used to be a time when you would
throw a shot and make a one board adjustment but these guys
today are playing fifth and sixth arrow and just sailing the ball
right. 1t’s stupid and even after ABC changed all the rules they

still don’t seem to know what to do.”

“Do you think the association is at fault for where bowling is
today,” I asked.

Steve paused for a second before asking a rhetorical question.
“What has the association done? I may have taken away from the
shotmakers but the association has done nothing. I mean really,
what has USBC done?”

Steve’s opinions were not limited to just USBC either. He
criticized the PBA saying that the formats today take away from
the best bowler winning and therefore the interest in the game.
“There used to be a time when the PBA was the highest rated
show on Saturday afternoon. It was for a reason because the best
bowlers competed in a known format to determine a champion
and people wanted to watch. Now | don’t even know when the
PBA is coming on and I don’t understand the formats they use.
The Exempt tour and their patterns are a joke. When I toured we
would go out and adjust to whatever was laid out there.

NATIONAL DEAF BOWLING NEWS

GREAT LAKES DEAF BOWLING IN DETROIT FLYERS & ENTRY FORMS READY

DETROIT—Great Lakes Deaf Bowling Association Secre-
tary-Treasurer Michael Jasko emailed that the flyers and entry
forms for the 76th annual GLDBA tournament in Detroit are
ready to download from its website www.gldba-gldwba.org
Jasko asked to have this spread out to every deaf and hearing
impaired bowlers.

The 76th annual GLDBA and its companion women’s 65th
annual GLDWBA tournaments, sponsored by Detroit Associa-
tion of the Deaf (DAD) will be held on April 19-22, 2012 with
the men bowling at Super Bowl in nearby Canton, MI and the
women’s just three miles away at Plaza Bowl in nearby Plym-
outh, MI. This marks the 10th time under sponsorship of this De-
troit deaf club since GLDBA was organized in 1934 at Syracuse,
NY with 5 teams.

History has shown Detroit hosted GLDBA had increased en-
tries when its first one in 1937 drew 44 teams and in 1949 almost
doubled to 80 teams. In 1955 with another Detroit deaf club host-
ing, the entries shrunk to 53 teams. Then in 1963 with DAD back
as hosting 78 teams and again in 1969 during bowling’s popular-
ity era zoomed to then record 132 teams. After that, rest of years
were up and downs 1975 100 teams, 1981 94 teams, 1987 116
teams, 1994 110 teams and its last one in 2001 was the highest
90 to date in weaning years. So Detroit is hoping to get as close
to that number in this bad economic times.

The men’s entry form shows the fees are back to normal, not
like last year’s excessive just for Las Vegas 75th anniversary
fees. The team entry fee is $180.00 ($36 per bowler) and $66.00
per bowler for Doubles and Singles. The required combo ticket is
$19.00. Other fees are optional, like the prestigious Herman Ca-
hen Masters $55.00, Senior Masters $45.00, Handicap Doubles
& Singles totals $8.00. Actual T, D & S scores $15.00 and Senior
Citizen All events $15.00.

The entry deadline is March 13,2012. So better hurry and
put www,gldba-gldwba,org on your comp8ter and download the
flyer and get the entry form. If you have problem downloading,

FRANK GALLO'S STATS IN PBA SENIORS TOUR

There are currently three deaf PBA bowlers that I knew of,
Frank Gallo, Jr. of Jacksonville, FL.

John Wukuach, Montgomery, TX and Jim Theyken, San Di-
ego, CA. The oldest, Gallo, Jr. is the first deaf member of PBA
back in 1970’s still bowling in PBA Regional and Senior tourna-
ments. [ do not have much statistics on Wukuach and Theyken but
I have Frank’s year-end numbers from PBA.com Senior Tour.

In 11 PBA Senior Tour stops, Frank Gallo, Jr. bowled in 10
of them making 31,104 points placing 46th out of 420 Senior
members participating in one or more tournaments. He placed
26th in prize money earned $6,550.00 and 15th in cashing in 8
out of 10 tournaments. For averaging 203.85 for 10 tournaments
Gallo, Jr. placed 62nd.
